notice of increased payments for

security as of May 1, we look

About 60% of the bulding-
owned roads i eur Yiullage have
recently been resurfaced Resi-
dents in the remawng 40% are nol
yel aware that [aiure to Nx thewr
neighberhood roads immediately
will cost them a lot more luter in

extra costs for patching potholes ~

The prolective asphalt surface
has be:n worn away and the
exposed grainy base washes away
with every rain. Damage s
greatest 1o the middle of the road
where runoff gccurs in our
chéaply-made streets.

Soon all rouds not yel resur-
[aced wili begin to look ke the
slum-like horrors we had to
traverse Lwo years 4go on Borden
and Kent. Remember when peo-
ple were trippng over deep
potholes al mght and bresking
their [ragile bones” Cars and
buses were breaking axles and
crawlhing around Elunt craters No
sooner did road crews patch them
up than the very first rain
promplly opened them up 2gainto
[orm even bigger craters

Will you sind your community be
next?

Practically all the reads in the
Village are about u decade old
They are tong past due for
resurfacing Most now require
ma)or repair in addilion 10 a pew
coat of protective asphalt Se if
you wunt to aveid hwving mn a
roat-slum Area make sure that
you and your building sssociation
Joins a cooperative effort with all
others in the Area to hx your
rouds,

309 VETOS?

The problem of reparing our
toads 1s [ar more difficult to solve
n our community than almost
anywhere else We have a mill-
stone around our necks In a

system of sell-govermmnent by 309
separite bullding associntions
Just o single veto by one balky
building asseclation, or 1ls presi-
dent, and a monkey wrench Is
thrown into the Village road
repair system

Each of the 309 {except lor those
1 a lew Areans such s Goll's Edge
and Dover) are stuck with deeds
and lease contracts thal give them
sole respensibihity for repair of
adjacent roads up tethe midline of
the streel. Who ever heard of such
a non-system?

It's totally impractical fer any
one building to bring m loday’s
expensive road resurfucing ma-
chinery just for one bwilding And
what a” crazy-quilt patchwork
road system we would then have!
Imagine fixing your side ol the
road up to the midline while the
people in the building opposite
refuse to do so!

Furthermore some streels get
far more traffic than others. It's
unlair for those living on remote
side streets to use the heavily
traveled roads paid [or by others
while refusing to pay their own
proper share of the commeon cost.

So. there's really no allernative
Lo cooperative community effort
for road repair The best way
would be te repair our roads on a
community-wide basis, just as
almest everybody else 1n the
nation does 1t. Some day we'll
have Lo develop a syslem whereby
everyone pays a Small regular
monthly assessment tn a Village-
wide roud agency for the entire
Villuge.

The mass buying power ol our
large commumty, as well as
planned road engineering lor the
enlne Village, would surely gne
us belter rouds at lower cost.

However, 1hat's a future goai
Right now we must operate with a
slopgayp system based on Areas or
groups of Areas that voluntarily
form read committees and share
costs for their roads,

The UCO Road Commaltee 1s
developing a plan [or Village-wide
road repaizr, bu! this cannet be pat
1nto et{ect untl every street in the
Village has been resurfaced and
all are brought up to a reasonably
good condition.

Wuler and Sewer Commuttee to

The Century Utilihes sewer
system s not adequate to treat all
the sewiage {from the Viilage and
the adjacent commercial estab-
Lislunents it serves Op occasion,
soine incompletely treated effiu-
ent [rom the sewage plant s
released into canals flowing north
from our ared to cause [reguent
odors

The State Department ol Envir-
vamental Regulotions has ciled
the company [or inadeyuate
treatinent of sewage

County officials have sought to
eliminate the Century Ullities
sewel System by requiring con-
nection of eur sewer pipes te the
West Palm Beach system about a
mmle nierth of the Village Although
this hookup was o have been
accomplished several years ago.
It has been posiponed because
rapid econcmic develppment of
the area has used up most of the
available capacity and more must
now be construcied.

At the workshop on toxic
chemueals, Maggie Hutchalla,
Counly Commusstoner from Mar-
tin Counly reported on the fragiie
environment of Flondabecause ol
the sandy, porus condition of the
soil and the shallow ground water
levels throughout Lhe state.
Pestitudes and hazardous chemi-
cals used 1n both agriculture and
industrisl businesses as well as
the ndividual residents careless
disposal of hazardous chemucals,
such as cans of paint, cleamng
fiwds, aute ol changes thatareall
dumped on the ground or 1nto the
waterways, contaminating the
wells and waler supplies that are
the source of our drinking water.

There 1s also a lgh rate of
seplic tanks sull permitied in the
building permits which 1s further
cause [or ground water pollution

Senator George Sheldon, who
has been spearheading the Clean-
Up ‘84 Campaign, spoke on the
cutback on environmenial agen-
cles on the Federal level, and the
inadequale agency controls onthe

State level. Qur legislalors have
peen dragging lhewr heels in

passing laws establishing guide-
lines and there is 4 lack of
monttoring ¢f even such ordinan-
ces that exist

Only under great pressure from
the public can we expect te have
better laws adopied and to
establish our ‘Right 1o Know' of
the conditions of our environment
and the 'Right 1o Ask’ for better
protection aganst the use of
hazardous wastes and hazardous
chemicals. He urged that we
continge to get more petitions
signed for the Clean-Up "84
camgagn n order to place it on
the Nevember ballol.

clubhouse busily working on
various projects Qr perhaps you
may have been in our clubhouse
office one day when a gentleman
with a retound Jolly-jug appear-
ance and a face that exuded
warmth and good cheer, was busy
gathering up an asseriment of
discarded glasses

That gentieman would have
been Sidney Sklar, of Canterbury
J. one of the founders of the
Century Village Guild ior the
Visually Handicapped

Since ils inception some six
years ago, the Guild has been
instrumental 1n enriching the
lives of the sight-impaired of our
Village It has made possible
attendance al cultural affairs It
has brought the Wednesday arts
and crafts classes to the clubhouse
with a professional nstrucior
{rom the Lighthouse {gr the Blind
Recent soclal activities have
mcluded a beat ride and lunch
abeard the Paddle Queen, a picnic
in Barton Park, and an anniver-
sary juncheon pianned for May 28
at the Red Lobster Restaurant.
Truly a ray of sunshine has
entered the lives of our visually
handicapped.

These are just a few of the social
activities made possible through
the efforts of Sklar and a small
group who had the vision te form
the Guild It was their vision Lhat
has helped those who have been
physically deprived of thetrs

In Sidney’s words, “"As one of
the orgamzers of the Guld [orthe
Visually Handicapped. [ strongly
believe that the people whom
naiure has deprived of the light of
the sun are part and parce! of cur
society We should help them
enjoy a full and social life,” And
that 15 exactly what the Guild has
done.

The [eliewing 1s Sid's story of
how the Guild was started: I was
at the Clubhouse about six years
ago and helped a blind man whe
needed scme assistance, He
thanked me {or my help and as we
talked he confided to me that
people seldom offered help and
how confined his life had become
since his blindness That man was
tHerman Herling, of Sheffield, who
died about two years ago. Shortly
aller our meeting at the clubhouse
i conlacted Herman and together
we got in touch with Rachel
Mintzer of Wellington, whe is
sight-impaired Heyr husband,
Marly. Jomed us in our cfforts, as
dirl Mee Levy, whos alse visually
handicapped Before long we had
golten together a group eof nine
people and together we discussed
how we could improve the quabity
of lile for the visually impaired of
our Village [t was this small
group thai orgamzed the Guld
and helped get 1 off the ground.
Today Beb Kahn ol Hastings s our
president and we now have a
membership of 65

Presently Sidaey is vice-presi-
dent of the Guild and 1510 charge
of publicity However, the job
clasest to his heartis ihe collection
ol discarded glasses which are
re-processed and distributed [ree
1 the needy Sidney and lus wile,
Rose, who shares 1n hus volunmeer
eflorts, have collected hundreds
of pars of glasses coniributed by

the Villagers,

The Guild lor the Visually
Handicapped 15 just one of Lhe
MLy conununity organizations to
which Sidney contributes his
services He is the membership
chatrman of the Century Village
Men's Club for Cystic Fibrosis,
active politically and 1s a vice-
president of the Sunshine Demo-
cratic Club in charge of publicity
and is co-chairman ol member-
ship,

At this peint 1n the recitation of
Village erganizations, Rose asked
me o accompany her into their
den She pointed to a wali
completely covered with placques
and testimonials presented to
Sudney {rom organizations for hus
dedicated efforts on their behall,
One was from the Kmghts of
Pythias There was a placque
from the Masons and a certificate

of membership from the Odd

Fellows.

1 spotted a certficate from the
U 5. Treasury and in answer to
my questioning, Sidney explained
that 1t was presented to him for
raising an outstanding amount
through the sale of war bonds
during World War 1l The orgam-
zation honored was formed by
Sidney shortly after his arrival
from Potand n 1925 The group
was comprised of **lantsleit’’ from
his native village of Hosht.

This dedicated super-volunteer
and his wife decided 10 move to
Century Villuge from Jackson
Heights, New York, alter a
number of violent incidents i the
neighborhood convinced them it
was no longer o safe place to live
Qnee the decision was made,
Sudney closed his Fabric Centerin
Greenwich, Conn (he commuted
daily frem Jackson Heights) and
Rose retired form her position in
the accounting department of
Schumacher’s, a prestigious New
York decorating house

Looking back over his many
active years up north, one of his
outstanding memories occured
while he was 'a member of the
ILGWU. Sidney appeared in Lhe
ILGWU's musical ""Pins and
Needles’ which played on Broad-
way [or two years — 1939 and 1940
Sidney. a versatile performer,
played several characters, for
which he received [favorable
mention by the critics The cast
was invited to the White House to
petform for President and Mrs
Roosevelt, a most memorable
occasion Among his other Vitlage
activities, Sidney is president of
the local chapter of the ILGWU.

Rose, who had momentanily teft
us, returned to tell us that she had
wanted me Lo see the clippings
which contained reviews of "' Pins
and Needles™, bul was unable lo
locate the scrapbook: and since
both she and Sidrey had to leave
shortly to visit patients in the
Darey Nursing Home she had to
give up the search. How nice, I
suid, that they were volunteers at
Barey and would they stop in and
say hello te my 92-yeur-old
neighbor who had just entered the
home They said they would be
most happy ta That same after-
aoon [ received a call from Sid —
he wanted me 1o know that he had
a wonderlul visit with my neigh-
bor All in a day's work for this
busy volunteer

Sid’s stint as an actor may well
have inspired daughler Elaine
Sklar Davis's inlerest in the
theatre A resident of Greenwich,

With the appearance of this
issuc of The Reporter, more than
one-hall of the statutory length of
the 1984 Session of the Florida
Legislature will have expired. To
ihe present date . there has been no
final action on any of the hills
dicutssed by your reperter in the
previousissues ol The Reporter, It
is expected thot withen the next
two weeks most of the cotnmittees
will have taken some action on
those bitls and if they are reported
out of committes will have been
acted on by the full Legislature

In the meantime there are some
additiona] proposed bills which
may be of interest te the residents
ol our Village which will be
discussed herewith

Representatives Legan. Press
aid Abrams have jomntly intro-
duced a bill (HB 659 which will
prohibit the Florida Public Ser-
vice Comnussion frem approving
local measured telephone service
{charges for locat service based
on the number of calls, length of
calls. distance of calls, or time of
the day calls are made) unless as
an alternative to local measured
telephone service, the telephone
company also offers a flat rale
tariff for local services Thisbilhis
especially favorable for semor
citizens and disabled and sick
persans who must rely on the use
of the telephgne service on o
measured charge because of their
limited income, and should there-
fore be suppurted by us

In the April issue of The
Reporter, mention was made of a
bill (HB 8501 which would regulate
the conduct of HMO organiza-
tions. Another il (HB B74) has
beer introduced by Rep Wein-

Beach County Solid Waste Author-
ity has voted for and declared
several times that Sile #7 1s the
official site for a total resource
and recovery plant for garbage
for the county.

Despite efferts by various
surrounding developments, offi-
cials and willages, the site is still
#7, and a starting bond 155ue of $40
miilion has been approved and
issued. The revenue from the
garbage and eleciricity manufa-
culred from the garbage will pay
for this and other needed bonds

This bond 1ssue will enable
updating of the Delray transfer
siauon, covering and closing out
the Lantana land 0l and prelimi-
nary work on design of the totat
recovery plant on Site #7. At the
March meeting of the Citizens
Advisory Commuilee, "FPL™ o

Council of Economic Develop-
ment Beard was formed to select
engineers from all over the United
States to act as a oversight review
commitiee cn the plans by the
SWA engineers who will design
the Recovery Plant

Ten applicants were selected
frem 4¢ companies which re-
sponded to the ad and alter two
weeks of work the select review
commuitiee pwcked three compa-
nes for Solid Waste Board consid-
erations.

When the Health Inclusive Plan
moves to its new medical center
this will eliminate the crowded
conditions that have existed these
many months while the HMO
patients shared the facilities of the
Medical Associates.

This reporter was taken on an
advance tour of the New Medical
Center and, based upen the square
footage it occupies, there will be
no problem in giving the projected
2,500 members all the benefits and
advantages of the examination
and treatment rooms; out-patient
surgery, ex-ray and other labora-
tory testing needed by various
speclalist doctors.

Among the doctors added to the
staff, [ was told, are an optome-
trist and a surgeon.

I have interviewed one of the
chief tnternists and the Health
Inclusive Plan office manager,
and they have told me of the
sincere dedication and personal
interests that have developed
between the staff and the
members.

President St. Brocklyn, N Y

i had started with six relatives
and in December sent each soldier
a brand new $5 tull te be used lor
Chanuka or Xmas My sister Min
had been shipping home-baked
cookies to her two soldier boys
When [ got into mass production
and the other mothers and
relatives Jearned about the pack-
ages and money being matled 10
the men, they also sent checks to
me. { turned them over Lo my
sister wha then shipped ciher
tidbits like salams, cockies, ete

AS you know most boys and men
do nol ke 1o wrile lellers When
they did write Lo me T prnted
excerpls iInmy 1527 Newsletler” |
and 1 this way they didl nol have o
write 10 all 1heir relatives, and I
promised extra tdbats for vvery
letter ] recerved

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What Do You Know About Oid Glory?

We all know thal Junec 1418 Flag
Day, but how much more do we
know about flags?

Flags have always been usel us
symbols of sovereign states. As
far us 4000 years ago Egypt
carried nto battle poles with
streamers attached In the Bible,
Solomon mentons these banners

The Assyrians of 3,000 B.C |, Lthe
Greeks of 1000 BC. and Lhe
Romans of 750 B C used banners
tn the same way The design of the
Austrian [lag goes back to 11
A D., and the [lag of Denmark
dates [rom 1281 A.D.

There were practical reasons
for [lags. Commanders knew
where their treops were by
keeping the banners in view,
Watching how they blew in the
wind helped soldiers aim arrows
and spears.

Prior to the Revolutionary War
all the colonies flew the British
Flag At the early part of the
Revolution, the Americans flew
the Grand Umon Flag, which
showed the British Unton Jack in
the canton {the upper left hand
corner of the flag} and a lield of 13
aiternate red and white stripes
The celonisis at that time still had
hopes of settling their differences
with England, On June 14, 1477,
Congress, new determined toseek
complete independence, passed
an act establishing the Flagof the
United States as 13 withe siars n
aircle on a blue cazton and a leld
of 13 alternate red and white
stripes

In additien to the Grand Union
Flag, and later the Stars and
Stripes, many of the states carned
state [lags of various types There
were several "Don't Tread On
Me'' [lags; the Continental Navy
Jack showed a crawling rattles-
nake on a field of 13red and white
stripes: the Gadsden Flag showed
a cotled snake on a mustard-yel-
low fleld, and there were other
rattlesnake [lags. There was &
Bunker Hill Flag, a linked hands
{lag, the Bennington Flag, and
other flags carned intoe battle
during the War for Independence,
such as the Guillerd Flag, the
Culpepper Flag, and the Mer-
chant Flag {lown by privateers

The {lag authorized by Congress
may have been inspired by the
Hulbert Fiag which had 13 white
stars arrangedin angled diamond
1 a blue canton with a lieid of 13
red and white alternate stripes,

On January 13, 1794, sfter
Kentucky and Vermont became
states, Congress authomnized a [lag
with 15 stars and 15 stripes. This
was the flag flewr over Forl
McHenry duning the war ol 1812
and was the Star Spangled Banner
inmoertalized 10 our Nalional

Anthem

General Manager.

By act of Congress, iz 1818, the
national fiag was to carry one star
for each state and 13 alternate 1ed
and white stripes.

The Lone Siar Flag reprer-
sented Texas from the ume tt
declared 118 independence {rom
Mexaco until 1t became one of Lhe
United States R

The Conlederale States of
America had three differently
designed Stars and Bars Flags at

different times during the Civil
War

There are many rules slating
how the Nationat Flag should be
displayed, indvors and outdoors.
how it should be carried, elc. The
Palm Beach County Library
offérs many reference books for
those interested 1o additionyl
infermation about id Glory
